*Please note, in order to drive in the Convoy, we need a signed waiver and a copy of your Certificate of Liability 
Insurance (COI). Feel free to pass this example on to your employer, they will be able to provide you with a COI. 
Please send these in advance to convoy@philadesv.wish.org or you can bring it to the Convoy and turn in at 
Driver Registration/Check-In. We will also have copies of the waiver at the table for you to sign.  
 

Below is the event and key information:  
 

Parking: Once you enter the grounds, there will be parking attendants directing you where to park. Once you 
are parked, please enter the building and proceed to the Driver Registration in the main auction building. There 
you will find driver check-in and banner pick-up.  
 

Driver registration/check-in table: At the table you will sign a waiver if you have not already done so. You will 
also receive a Make-A-Wish banner to tape onto your truck. Once you are finished registering/checking-in, you 
are free to enjoy the day!  
 

MANDATORY DRIVER MEETING: All drivers must report to the driver registration area at 11am for a driver 
meeting to learn rules of convoy driving, receive route updates and hear remarks from one of the Convoy 
founders. 
 

Timeline:  
6:00am – Gates open at Manheim Pennsylvania Auto Auction for truck parking/registration. Drivers are asked 
to arrive by 10:30am to get parked and to check-in/register.  Coffee and breakfast are available to purchase.  
9:00am – The event opens to the general public – carnival, community expo, food trucks, Make-A-Wish 
merchandise, Convoy clowns, mascots, online auction, basket raffle and more! 
11:00am – Driver meeting in driver registration area. 
12:00pm – Program at the main stage begins. 
12:45pm – Top 30, Grand Driver and Sponsor photos at your truck.  
1:30pm – Convoy departs. 
3:00pm – Carnival and event concludes.  
 

Please note that general parking is separate from where the trucks will be entering. Information can be found at 
wishconvoy.org. Thank you so much for your support, and we can’t wait to see you on May 12th!

Driver Information and FAQ  

Is there a registration fee? 
There is no fee to register, but drivers must raise a minimum of $100 to be able to drive in the Convoy. 
$100 can be raised through many different ways- through personal giving, asking your company to 
sponsor you, asking friends, family or community members for donations and so on. Once $100 is 
donated to your page, you'll be able to join us on the route! Please note that on average, our drivers 
raise $500+. 

Can I fundraise after the Convoy? 
Of course, please do! The fundraising campaign will conclude on June 16th, 2024. 

Can I have a Wish Kid ride along the route with me?  
We are currently accepting Wish Kid requests. Please note, having a Wish Kid ride with you is NOT 
guaranteed as we need to ensure we meet all safety accommodations. Wish kids will be assigned to 
drivers on a first come, first served basis. If you have been paired with a Wish Kid and their family, you 
will receive notification from Michele Schulmeister (mschulmeister@philadesv.wish.org). 
 
How long is the route? 

The route is 26-miles and it can be found on page 9 of this packet. Please note, there are two different 
end points on the route map, depending on if you have a wish kid with you: 

IF RETURNING TO MANHEIM: 
1. Turn left on Esbenshade Road 
2. Turn left on Strickler Road 
3. Turn right on Mount Joy Road/772 
Backtrack remaining route to Manheim and enter via Kennedy Court/Power Road 
*Do NOT use S. Esbenshade Road to return to Manheim Pennsylvania Auto Auction 
 
 

IF DEPARTING AFTER CONVOY (trucks do not need to return unless specified): 
283 West: Turn left on Esbenshade Road and take ramp to left onto 283 West 
283 East: Do NOT turn on Esbenshade, continue straight through light onto 283 East 

Where do I park? 

As soon as you enter Manheim Pennsylvania Auto Auction, you will be directed by parking staff. You 
can find the parking map and where to enter on page 8 of this packet. Once parked, please go to the 
Driver Registration area to check in at our Driver Registration table. 

What do I do with check or cash donations that I receive? 
You can mail all check donations to 1054 New Holland Ave. Lancaster, PA 17601. If you receive cash 
donations or are unable to mail in your donation, please contact us at convoy@philadesv.wish.org, and 
we will schedule a pick-up. Once these donations are received by our local office, your fundraising 
page will be updated accordingly. You can also turn in your donations at the Convoy by visiting driver 
check-in/registration in the Driver Registration area inside the main auction building.

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What is a Top 30 driver and how do I become one? 
In this year’s convoy, the first 30 trucks that will kick off the 26-mile route are the top 30 fundraisers 
from 2022 Convoy. These individuals receive VIP treatment and recognition throughout the year! The 
more you raise now helps to guarantee your spot as a Top 30 driver for next year. The Top 30 drivers 
for the 2024 Convoy are confirmed after June 18th  and are based on driver fundraising efforts from 
this year. These individuals are invited to a Convoy celebration event over the summer. This tradition 
of celebrating the top drivers at the Mother’s Day Truck Convoy began very early in the event’s 
history. Since then, this special group of men and women have raised millions of dollars for our 
mission.  

What is a Grand Driver and how do I become one? 
Up until 2017, raising $1,000 was enough to qualify for the Top 30. Once raising “a grand” no longer 
guaranteed a Top 30 spot, we created the Grand Driver designation. Every driver that raises $1,000+ 
but does not qualify in the Top 30 earns the Grand Driver title. These individuals get a prime spot in 
the Convoy, receive recognition throughout the year and are invited to the Convoy celebration event 
over the summer.  

How do I fundraise?  
Increase your chances of earning one of these titles by following some of our fundraising tips! 

1. Make a personal donation: If you are able to make a personal gift, here are some reasons why! 
When someone goes to your page and they see that you made a gift, they know that you are 
personally committed, which makes them more willing to give their own gift. Do not forget, 
Goods Insurance is matching $1 for $1 up to $10,000. Make a personal gift up to $100, and 
Goods Insurance will match it! 

2. Personalization is key: Take a moment to personalize your webpage with a photo and share 
why you are driving in the Convoy. We know that when someone makes a personal connection 
to your page, not only will they give, but they will most likely give more!   

3. Ask 3x: People have good intentions to give but need to be reminded. We know that 
sometimes it takes asking 3x for someone to give, so don’t be shy!   

4. Get your company’s support: Ask your company if they will sponsor you with a donation and 
put up flyers to encourage the staff to also support you.   

5. Ask your favorite restaurants: Restaurant nights are a great way to easily enhance fundraising. 
Check to see which of your local restaurants will host a fundraiser and offer a percentage back 
or see if they will have a tip jar to collect change.   

6. Ask your family and friends: Explain why you drive in the Convoy and how important Make-A-
Wish is to you. Your family and friends will want to support a cause that you are passionate 
about.  

7. Host a fundraiser: They can be as big or small as you would like and are a great way to engage 
the community in asking for their support. Here are some ideas from some of our drivers: 
garage sales, horse shows, truck or treat, getting airtime on a driver radio show and promoting 
their fundraising page, getting a table space at a local farmers market. Use your imagination, the 
possibilities are endless!
